Background  The Lometa Wastewater System was acquired from the City of Lometa in 1999 along with 
the water system. The treatment plant and collection system were in need of repairs, and the collection 
system continues to be improved. New additions to the plant include new aerators, improvements to the 
sludge drying beds and a non-potable water recirculation system to reduce the demand for potable water 
at the plant.

Development LCRA has partnered with the City of Lometa to obtain an Office of Rural Community 
Affairs (ORCA) grant to install a solar panel array at the plant.  This is expected to significantly reduce 
electrical demand.
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
